7. CORRESPONDENCE

112/3/25 Letter to Mrs Trundle Re Horses' Meadow/Solicitors delay.  There was now a date for the documents to be signed by LMPC so hopefully a Completion Date would be announced soon.
24/3/24  Email from Aubrey Holt to TH Re Clarion Properties; Toad Hall and Planning/Unauthorised Encampments.TH reported that a Clarion person had visited the property and put a camera in the loft hatch and that the  gutter needed clearing.  Needed to contact the flat below as it was a private flat.  TH had emailed Clarion as well reregarding the empty property but had not contacted those concerned.  AH had received an email regarding this and would follow-up shortly.  He went on to say that there was a fear that they were going to sell the property.  AH said hopefully the pressure from himself and TH would be enough to prevent this and that they would be refurbished.  
TH reported that @ 16 Gladstone Road several saplings had grown very tall in the garden – they were also growing under the pavement.  TH pointed out that this could cause problems to the drain.  AH to action.  TH also pointed out that some of the trees on Founceley Avenue had raised the pavements and meant that the Water Board had had to come out and repair pipework.  JH pointed out that the pipework must need replacing by now.  AH to have a chat with KC once the Elections are over.  TH also commented on the resurfacing of Founceley Road and that the junction lines would be put in once the work was completed, after she had waited 6 years for them to action this.
24/3/24 Email from AH TO TH:  Re Property Sales Dane End.  AH commented that he had a call organised with the Head of Planning (Sara Saunders) and TH.  TH mentioned that she would do a lot of prep work for the meeting as there were a lot of issues that they hadn't done although they had sent a report saying that there were 6 caravans at Levens Green when it was known there were more than 6.  At Braughing there was one caravan although they are not travellers.  PA also commented that the Levens Green Site was the same.  TH went on to say that several of these sites were not gypsy families and that people were renting sites privately which was not resolving the issue for the genuine gypsies.  

AH thought that it would be beneficial for himself, TH and the Chair of Great Munden Parish Council to meet up before the meeting.  AH would confirm a date over the next few days.  Both agreed that it was good to finally have a meeting arranged.

AH also commented on the ongoing problem with Toad Hall/damage to road.  AH thanked TH for speaking to the residents and felt that we are now in a better place of understanding the situation.  There would now be a final review and wait to see the outcome  of that.  In the meantime should keep on top of it and keep the communication going regarding it. AH thanked all for all the work on done on this.

8. ALLOTMENTS AND COMMUNITY GARDENING
A few videos have been posted on Social Media regarding the works carried out so far.  The Tree Surgeon has been in and cleared all the trees around the sides of the Allotment fields and has made it a lot brighter.  Also Steve had been over the whole site with his digger which had made an amazing difference.  JH showed the members of the Public the plans of the allotment and explained the site, including square beds; greenhouse; natual pond; polytunnel; wild flower area and vertical planting.  The plans were passed around the attendees.  She went onto to explain that there would be raised beds and a seating area.  TH also said that if less able people wanted to come down and garden they could use the raised beds with seating around.  Would also welcome experienced people to come down and offer advice.  Would become a community place for people to come down and join in.  JH had visited a Community Garden in London and got some informative ideas from the visit.  TH also suggested creating bug hotels for children and could also encourage the School to come down.
